3. PUBLIC HEARING- THE TOPSHAM PLANNING BOARD WILL HEAR ALL COMMENTS AND CONERNS ON A PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE TOPSHAM TOWN CODE, CHAPTER 191, SUBDIVISION, SECTION 6, DEAD END ROADS.
Town Planner Richard Roedner presented some history on this item. He told the Board that this has been in the works for several years. He went over the changes briefly.
Chairmen Spann asked for any and all comments from the board. The board had a lengthy discussion and the board brought up some concerns and questions. All changes will be made by Mr. Roedner, Town Planner.

4. PUBLIC HEARING- THE TOPSHAM PLANNING BOARD WILL HEAR ALL COMMENTS AND CONCERNS ON PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE TOPSHAM TOWN CODE, CHAPTER 225 ZONING, AND CHAPTER 175, SITE PLAN REVIEW, AND THE TOPSHAM ZONING MAP, ZONES MIDDLE VILLAGE, COMMERICAL CORRIDOR, UPPER VILLAGE AND R-1, ALONG MAIN STREET,  RELATED TO IMPLEMENTING THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE MAIN STREET VILLAGE PLAN.

At this time Chairmen Spann recuse himself from the Public Hearing as he has clients on Main Street and Vice-Chairmen Don Russell took over the Hearing.

Sue Spann Chairmen of the Main Street Plan spoke and described in length the committee quest to rezone Main Street. The Planning Board went through the Plan and had the committee explain parts of it to get a better understand of this Plan.

To forward the proposed amendments to the Topsham Town Code, Chapter 225 Zoning, and Chapter 175, Site Plan Review, and the Topsham Zoning Mao, Zones Middle Village, Commercial Corridor, Upper Village and R-1, along Main Street, related to implementing the recommendation of the Main Street Village Plan to send it to the Selectmen to be put on the Warrant for the upcoming May Town Meeting with the recommendation from the Planning Board of “Ought to Pass”

5. AMENDED SUBDIVISION- ROGER PERKINS OF 23 BUNNY LANE HAS PROPOSED AN AMENDMENT TO BLUE BERRY HILL TRAILER PARK PHASE II TO RECONFIGURE LOT #23 AS SHOWN ON SURVEY DATED DECEMBER 10, 2008 AND TO REDUCE 20’ SETBACK FROM EDGE OF BANK TO 10’ FROM EDGE OF BANK TO ALLOW FOR CONSTRUCTION OF A 2-CAR RESDIENTIAL GARAGE, TAX MAP U08, LOT 003A.
Roger Perkins of 23 Bunny Lane is proposing an amendment to reconfigure Lot #23 and is also asking for a reduction of the setback from the top of the stream bank from 20’ to 10’ to allow him to construct a 2-car garage. The board asked Mr. Perkins questions about the stability of the bank. Mr. Perkins assured the board that the bank has been very stable and that he has no intention to disturb the area and will only be putting in a garage slab in the area. After a lengthy discussion with the board

VOTED

To approve both amendments requested by Mr. Perkins for the Blueberry Hill Trailer park lot #23 reconfiguration and the reduction of the setback from 20’ to 10’ from the edge of bank for his proposed 2-car residential garage.
