A meeting of the Topsham, Maine Planning Board was held on Tuesday, October 6, 2009 at the Municipal Building at 100 Main Street, Topsham, Maine.  Chairman Spann called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

The recording secretary conducted the roll call and noted that all members were present.

MINUTES FROM THE SEPTEMBER 1, 2009 MEETING

SKETCH SUBDIVISION

Kurt Newfeld from Sitelines represented Happy Trails Mobile Home Park, LLC owner Tim Millett and reviewed a sketch plan of the proposed project.  Mr. Millett was not present at the meeting.  The project consists of an addition of seven lots in a park located on approximately 7 acres off Route 196, identified on Tax Map R03, Lot 017.  The site is located within an existing mobile home park overlay district. The lots will not be sold individually, but will be owned by Mr. Millett.  R3 zoning standards apply, as well as mobile home park rules 225-48 and subdivision regulations 191.   

Mr. Neufeld told the Board that the lot is ¾ cleared and there currently are two existing pads in place on the lot.  Existing roads to the project will be used with a 40-foot right-of-way to Stage Coach Road and also a connection with Harmony Hill Road.  Both connect to the Lewiston Road (Route 196).  


Water will be provided by the sharing of a common well.  Each site will have its own leachfield septic system and detailed septic designs will be presented at the next meeting before the Board.   Utilities will be overhead and will be shown on the final submission.

Although there is no letter yet in file, it was noted that Fire Chief Brillant has no issues with the project.  A letter will be submitted prior to final review from both the Fire Chief and Police Chief attesting to adequate turn arounds and radiuses.   Mr. Neufeld said the road will be paved according to ordinance standards. 


Nora Wilson noted that the density calculations appeared to be accurate, but questioned how the calculations were arrived at.  Mr. Neufeld said the calculations were figured only on the new area of the project, not including that which had been approved earlier.


Rod Melanson questioned if the project warranted peer review.  A discussion followed.  Chairman Spann polled Board members, the majority of which were in favor of conducting a peer review.  


The Board was in agreement that the sketch plan met Sketch Plan Review requirements.
