AMENDED SUBDIVISION PLAN - MALLETT WOODS HAS SUBMITTED A PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE ORIGINAL SUBDIVISIOIN TO UTILIZE EXCESS FILL ON SITE TO CROSS THE WETLAND AREA LEADING TO PHASE 2


Because of a possible conflict of interest, Chairman Spann recused himself as Chairman in consideration of this item and handed the gavel to Mr. Van Note.



Mr. Melanson noted the memos on file between the applicant, peer reviewer and Planning Office.  All those involved acknowledged having received and read the memos.  


Chris Belanger represented the applicant and distributed an 11"x14" overall plan showing the phasing of the project and depicted where the applicant wished to place the excess fill from sites already under construction (on site to cross the wetland area leading to Phase II). The plan also showed the proposed grading, erosion control, and the culvert designs as required to cross the wetland. The Phasing Plan has been revised to include the crossing as part of Phase I of the project; the work was originally scheduled for Phase II.  There are no changes to the lots in Phase I or Phase II.  The fill will be placed into a gully and appropriate culverts will be installed.  Permission to do so has been received and is on file from the Department of Environmental Protection for wetland impacts. Mr. Belanger said the developer has excess fill onsite and needs to move it and it would be convenient to place the fill at this time rather than hauling the excess off site and then hauling it back again. 


It was noted there were a few small issues which need to be addressed per the Planner's memo to the Board dated December 10, 2013, which can be addressed by a condition of approval.


There were no comments from members of the public.  



Motion was made by Mr. Spooner, seconded by Mr. Bisson and it was unanimously (of those present)

To approve the application for an Amendment to Phase I of the Mallett Woods Subdivision, in accordance with Plan submitted, with the Condition that approval is subject to final review by the Town Review Engineer, based on the Standards of the DEP Storm Water Rules.
