CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL
Chairman Spann called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. The recording secretary conducted the roll call and noted that all members were present, except for Board members Bisson, Libby and Van Note, as of whom had been excused.

COMMENT ON NEXT MEETING - It was noted that there will be no Planning Board meeting on August 19, 2014. The next regular meeting will be held on September 2, 2014.

PUBLIC HEARING - MIDCOAST REGIONAL REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY HAS SUBMITTED A PROPOSED 3-LOT SUBDIVISION AT 35 AND 47 CANAM DRIVE, MAP R04, LOTS 40 AND 40G
Due to a possible conflict of interest, Chairman Spann recused himself from chairing Item 3 and turned the gavel over to Mr. Prindall.  Acting Chairman Prindall introduced Agenda Item 3.

Steve Levesque, the Executive Director of Midcoast Regional Redevelopment Authority, presented background on the request to create a 3-lot subdivision off the Topsham Commerce Park located off of Canam Drive and Republic Avenue.  Mr. Levesque said the site is a developed site, (the former BNAS Topsham Annex) and is located within the Business Park 1 (BP2) Zoning District.  The parcel access will be front he public right of way (Canam) as well as the private Republic Avenue.  It was noted that the lots meet the dimensional requirements of ordinance section 225-17.  There are no proposed improvements to any infrastructure serving the parcels within this application.  3 total lots will be created and are noted on the plan as Lot #1, #2 and #3.  
Following Mr. Levesque's presentation, Acting Chairman Prindall asked if there were any questions from members of the Board.  There were none.  

The Public Hearing was declared open.  There being no comments to be heard from members of the public, the Public Hearing was declared closed.

Mr. Melanson reviewed his memo dated August 1, 2014 and discussed staff comments regarding possible waivers and sidewalk requirements.  It was noted that the sidewalks are in disrepair.  A discussion followed and it was the consensus of the Board that there was no need to add a requirement that the sidewalks be brought up to code at this point, but to consider the sidewalks as a requirement during individual site plan approvals for any future prospective buyers of the individual parcels.  
Motion was made by Mr. Spooner, seconded by Mr. Thompson, and it was unanimously (of those present)

To grant the waivers identified in the memo from Rob Melanson dated August 1, 2014 on page 2, Subdivision, Section 191-5 Preliminary Plan, numbered 1 through 6.

That the Board approve the Preliminary Plan, finding that all the requirements of Section 191-5, A and B have been met, subject to having just approved the waivers above, including the Conditions of Approval.

That the Board approve the Final Subdivision Plan, finding that all conditions of Section 191-10 have been met, subject to the Conditions of Approval identified in the memo from Rod Melanson, dated August 1, 2014 on the bottom of page 2, running over to page 3.
