CANDIDATES GUIDE 
Welcome to the wonderful world of politics. Whether you are a first time candidate or not this letter should help update you on the statutory regulations surrounding campaigns.

CAMPAIGN SIGNS: In accordance with the Town’s ordinance, political signs are not to be placed on public property earlier than 30 days prior to the election and must be removed within 48 hours after the election. Public property is understood to be those areas that are owned or maintained by the Town of Topsham which may include, but are not limited to the following; proprieties owned and occupied by Town buildings, parks, boat launches, athletic fields and road rights of way (ROW).  Take notice where your workers post your signs for easy removal. Signs may not be placed at the Municipal building or within 250’ around it. AT THE POLLING LOCATION: Polls will open at 7:00 a.m. and close at 8:00 p.m. All Voters will vote at the exhibition building located at the fair grounds.  You may be present at the polls but 
YOU MAY NOT:    



State you are running for office



Ask anyone to vote for you



Wear any campaign button



Leave a vehicle parked in voting parking lot with campaign posters on it



Interfere with the free flow of voters



Interfere with the count process

Hand out literature pertaining to anything on the ballot.

YOU MAY:


State your name 



Shake the voter’s hand



Listen and watch counting procedure



Bring voters to and from the polls

NO CAMPAIGN LITERATURE, POSTERS, OR SIGNS MAY BE WITHIN 250’ OF A POLLING PLACE OR REGISTRAR’S OFFICE (TOWN CLERK), therefore, no signs can be put up on the Municipal Lawn or within the 250 foot measurement.
