Garage Separation

IRC R302.6 2009 Codes

Garages beneath habitable rooms must be separated at the ceiling with 5/8" type X gypsum board.
The structure supporting the separatton and walls between the residence and garage must be

protected by not less than 1/2" gypsum board.

Doors separating
the garage and
living room spaces
are 1-3/8" solid
wood, solid or
honeycomb core
steel doors not
less than 1-3/8",
or 20-minute
fire-rated door.
