CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL


Chairman Spann called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The recording secretary took the roll call and noted that all members were present, except for Mr. Van Note, who had been excused.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 4, 2014 MEETING

REVISED SKETCH PLAN REVIEW - PEJEPSCOT INDUSTRIAL PARK, INC., AT 80 PEJEPSCOT VILLAGE MAIN STREET, HAS SUBMITTED PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS TO EXISTING RAIL/TRUCK TRANSFER FACILITIES, TAX MAP R02, LOT 034

This is before the Board for a continuation of a sketch plan review from a meeting held on October 21, 2014, of a proposed access road and truck/rail transfer facility that will connect the current activities at Grimmel Industries with the approved roadway at the current Coastal Metal Fab site, which eventually connects to Route 196.  

Mike Gotto represented the applicant, FCM, LLC and noted the DEP applicant has been completed and a copy has been forwarded to each Board member for review.  Mr. Gotto said public information meetings have been held with 36 invitations were sent out with 11 individuals attending.  A formal site plan has been presented to the Planning Office.


Mr. Gotto said the applicant is seeking acceptance of the access road, that a building is now included in the plans and that an application for the building will be submitted at a later date. Mr. Gotto noted that Section 26 of the DEP report deals with traffic assessment; Section 27 with Specific Zoning; Section 28 includes the Wetland Application and Section 29 deals with DEP forms.  The Town forms are included in Section 1. Mr. Gotto said Ordinance section 175-8 was not originally included and it added as a separate section adding necessary details. 


The lower access road from the railroad tracks to Grimmels will be 30-feet wide with curbing and a draining system.  It will involve 1,900 s.f. of wetland impact.  The proposed building will be 56,000 s.f. and sit on 2 acres on a gravel pad. 

Mr. Gotto asked the Board if a Peer Review will be required on the train transfer system or if the Board would consider accepting the DEP formal review instead.  The Board discussed this and was in agreement that the DEP review would be sufficient and that a second peer review would not be necessary.  The Planner asked for the Shoreland Zoning Application as soon as possible for review and it was noted that the Floodplain Permit is currently being reviewed by the Codes Officer. 


Board member Libby requested that the traffic counts coming in and out of Coastal Metal Fab be included in the report. 


The next Public Hearing on this item was scheduled for December 16, 2014.  Mr. Gotto inquired if the Board would want any expert witnesses present at this meeting and the Board was in agreement that expert witnesses would not be necessary.
