CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL
The Planning Board met jointly with the Board of Selectmen at 6:30 p.m. to discuss Fairground Regulations.  At 7:00 p.m., Chairman Spann called the regular Planning Board meeting to order and asked the recording secretary to conduct the roll call.  Roll call was conducted and it was noted that all members were present, except for Stephen Mathieu who had been excused.

PUBLIC HEARING - RICHARD CROWLEY HAS SUBMITTED AN AMENDED SUBDIVISION PLAN TO THE 1994 GREGORY DAMON SUBDIVISION TO CREATE A LOT OFF OF AUGUSTA ROAD AT TAX MAP R09, LOT 60H
Board Chairman Don Spann recused himself because of a possible conflict of interest and Michael Colleran chaired the meeting.  It was noted that abutters were duly notified.  Planning Director Roedner explained that Mr. Crowley needed to come before the Board because he is requesting to make a change to a subdivision which was approved in 1994.  Topsham's ordinance states that any further subdivision of an approved subdivision lot needs to receive Planning Board approval through the amendment process. 

This was a three-lot subdivision and Mr. Crowley is requesting to divide a single family lot from a 4-unit residence lot. No changes to the original subdivision plan are being proposed and the change meets the dimensional standards found in the underlying Rural Commercial Use Zone (RCU).  It was noted that there are no overlay zones to be concerned with as the lots are already built out.  
Acting Chairman Colleran asked if there were any questions or comments from members of the Board before opening the Public Hearing.  There were none.  The Public Hearing was declared open. Mr. Crowley reviewed the proposed change. There were no comments from members of the public and the Public Hearing was declared closed. 

Motion was made by Mr. VanNote, seconded by Mr. Libby and it was unanimously

VOTED


To approve the amendments to the subdivision plan to create a lot off of the Augusta Road at Tax Map R09, lot 60H as depicted on the plan submitted by Brian Smith, dated June 6, 2011.

Mr. VanNote questioned if the ordinance section involved in this case should be reviewed and revised at some point.  Mr. Roedner responded that he was not sure of the intent at the time the section was accepted into the ordinance.  It was noted that there is wording which now says the subdivision becomes its own after a period of a five-year wait.  It was left that this issue will be placed on the agenda of a future workshop to discuss further.
