GARY HOWARD, OWNER OF URBAN ELEMENT, HAS SUBMITTED A PROPOSED 21 OUTSIDE SEATING AT 235 LEWISTON ROAD, TAX MAP R05, LOT 047


Conditional Use Permit on this item was tabled at the last Planning Board meeting to give the applicant an opportunity to address concerns of the Board. 

Applicant Gary Howard reported from the podium that a fenced in trash receptacle is now on site.  Contract was submitted with Garbage to Gardens to process 100% of food waste.  The firm will pick up trash 3 times a week from a receptacle placed within the trash area.  A landscape plan has also been presented to the Planning Office along with a lighting plan which complies with ordinance requirements. 


The Public Hearing was declared open.  There being no one to comment, the Public Hearing was declared closed.  


During discussion the Board was in unanimous agreement that the applicant had addressed all their concerns.
