The town provides incentives in the following ways:
1. The town has historic preservation standards to review renovations and rehabilitation of structures within the historic district. The town will assist property owners with the necessary paperwork.
2. The town is flexible in allowing different ways to restore, rehab or renovate historic structures.
3. The town maintains the Historic District webpage that has links to many different documents and other websites that describe the historic resources in town as well as how to preserve and maintain them properly. Check it all out.
4. The town does have a set of guidelines for the proper maintenance of historic structures.
5. The Building Code allows for flexibility when renovating and rehabilitating a historic structure. The town follows the Building Code.
6. The fee to apply for a Certificate of Appropriateness is extremely modest. ($25 for residential and $35 for non-residential)
7. The town is a Certified Local Government community and as such assists in shepherding Maine Historic Preservation grants for non-residential renovations and remodeling projects.
8. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tax incentives are available to historic preservation projects at the state and federal levels. The town directs property owners to the appropriate agencies and people.
9. The Federal government offers rehabilitation tax credits to qualified projects and properties. The town directs property owners to the agencies and appropriate people.
